PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITY 

 
 

·  In the last two newsletters I have highlighted the themes of, “COMMON COURTESY” and, “DEDICATION 
TO EXCELLENCE” as cultural aspects of the Waterville Valley Academy community.   This month, I would 
like to again highlight our belief at the Academy that everyone needs to have a strong sense of, “PERSONAL 
REPSPONSIBILITY” in all that we do. 

 
·  There are a lot of things that can go wrong every day that keep us from executing our personal plans.  In our 

world of winter sport competition, there are many factors that can influence our performance.  We’ve all 
heard the excuses– the visibility is poor, my skis had the wrong wax, the courses were deteriorating, the 
jumps were built poorly and of course the judges didn’t know what they were doing, etc.  Yet in each one of 
these scenarios, whether these situations are true or not, at the end of the day the results are owned completely 
by the athlete and when you read the result sheet, it does not highlight all the excuses.  The same can be true 
in school.  Again, we have all heard the excuses– the teacher didn’t tell us about the quiz, I was absent the 
day before, and other students’ did not have to do this, etc.  Again, whether accurate or not, at the end of the 
day, it is the student’s learning and the student’s grade.    

 
·  To truly take, “Personal Responsibility” we must often seize control of the things that appear to out of our 

control or prepare for situations that may arise due to the actions of others.  Often times it’s just about taking 
care of the little things.  When we have to cram for a test in school because we did not do all the reading 
associated with the test when assigned, it’s usually tough to get the A we are looking for.  When we do our 
work on time, we are usually more prepared for our test.  When our skis are prepared for training and racing 
daily, it rarely takes a long time to do so and we usually have fast skis.  When we do not prepare our skis 
regularly, it generally takes a long time to get them perfect.   

 
·  It is our hope that the Waterville Valley Academy experience is both a rewarding and demanding experience 

for our students.  WVA students have made a decision to leave their home schools, many friends and in most 
cases, their families in order to come to WVA to work hard in pursuit of excellence in their chosen winter 
sport.  WVA students have made personal sacrifices to come to WVA. They work harder than their peers at 
home and by taking personal responsibility for all that they do, they are assured success, success not just on 
the hill but also in life.
